All coaches must sign an ISI Coaches Meet Sign In sheet to verify that all certifications are
current and on file with ISI office.

ISI Warm-up procedure will be followed, ISI Code Book Sec J. Swimmer(s) without
a coach must report to Meet Referee prior to warm-up for lane assignment.

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS:

1) All swimmers must be current USA Swimming registered athletes.

2) Contestants must enter the age bracket corresponding to their age as of July 8, 2010.

3) A swimmer may enter up to 3 events per day.

4) Relays do not count against event limits.

5) Seed times must be submitted for a 50-meter course.

6) Entry times for the 13 and over 50 butterfly, 50 backstroke and 50 breaststroke may be
entered in with a 50 meter time in the corresponding stroke and will be seeded by time

supplied.

7) NT entries will be accepted.
8) Phone entries will NOT be accepted.

4) Write a single check for entry and splash fee to BLAST

5) Entry fees are not refundable. Splash will be refunded if the entire meet is cancelled.
6) All hand entries in excess of 5 swimmers per team will be charged $2.00 for each
swimmer.

Submit entries on disk in Hy-Tek Commlink Il format (generated from Team Manager or
Meet Manager). When submitting disk entries, you must provide a printout of your entries
for backup and the ISI Financial Sheet. Any team submitting entries on disk will receive the
meet results on disk at the end of the meet. All other entries must be submitted on the
included entry forms (APP#7) with swimmer’s full name, Age, ID number and entry times
for each event. A financial summary sheet (APP#8.2) must accompany the entries.

With hardcopies and fees due no later than Tuesday, July 6, 2010 — if hardcopies
and fees are not received by due date, athletes will be scratched.

Priority will be given by date received. Accepted team entries must have all
participants listed. Event changes will be allowed, but additional swimmers not listed
after meet is full will not be accepted.



LATE ENTRIES: Late entries for Thursday evening events needs to be received by noon on Thursday the 8"

by email or phone to the entry person. Late entries for all other events will only be
accepted in person between 7 to 8 pm (after the scratch deadline) each day and only if an
empty lane would be available after scratches in the event number requested and will only
be for swimmers that have not met their session limits. “0” heats WILL NOT be added.

AWARDS: Ribbons 1% through 8" on all 12 & Under individual and relay events.
MEET 1) There will not be a clerk of course.
OPERATION:

2) Thursday evening events will be pre-seeded, except the 400 IM. All other events
are deck seeded with positive check-in deadlines as stated under “Scratches”.

3) If names are on the entry sheets for relays, those names will be on the Relay
Card at the meet.

4) ltis not the meet host’s responsibility to provide rest for swimmers that
enter both Age Group events and Open or 12 & Under events.

5) Positive check-in required for all 400 IM events by 5:15 on Thursday July 8" at
the head timers tent.

6) Top 16 in 13/14 and Open events advance to Evening Finals, except there will
be a bonus heat for both age groups for the 50 freestyle with the A finals of the Open
50 participating in the Dueling 50. For the 400 Free, only the top 8 for each will
advance to the finals. The top 8 seeded in the 1500 will swim in evening finals
session.

7) Swimmers in the 800 & 1500 Free are requested to supply their own timers &
counters.

8) Fly over starts will be used for all prelim & timed finals events, swimmers need to
be ready for their event and heat and immediately step up on block on the long
whistle.



9) Relays may be dropped from the schedule if time constraints require such action. We
will do all we can to run the relays as stated. If relays are cancelled, teams will be given a
full refund of the relay cost.

10) The 400, 800 & 1500 Freestyle events will be swum fastest to slowest, women and
men alternating. Events may be combined male and female if necessary.

11) We also reserve the right to swim 2 swimmers to a lane in the 1500 if the timeline
requires.

12) The Open 400 IM is limited to 112 total entries. The 56 fastest girls and 56 fastest boys
will be entered. Adjustments will be made if there are less than 56 entries in one gender
and we will fill those spots with entries from the other gender to have a total of 112 entries.
Those entrants not in the top 112 will be given opportunity to substitute to another event
during this session. Please indicate alternate event on the entry form.

13) The 12 & Under 400 IM is limited to 32 total entries. The 16 fastest girls and 16 fastest
boys will be entered. Adjustments will be made if there are less than 16 entries in one
gender and we will fill those spots with entries from the other gender to have a total of 32
entries. Those entrants not in the top 32 will be given opportunity to substitute to another
event during this session. Please indicate alternate event on the entry form.

14) The Open 1500 Free is limited to 32 total entries. The 16 fastest girls and 16 fastest
boys will be entered, with the 8 fastest in each gender swum during finals. The two
morning heats will be swum women and men combined together fastest to slowest.
Adjustments will be made if there are less than 16 entries in one gender and we will fill
those spots with entries from the other gender to have a total of 32 entries. Those entrants
not in the top 32 will be given opportunity to substitute to another event during this session.
Please indicate alternate event on the entry form.

15) The 12 & Under 800 Free is limited to 32 total entries. The 16 fastest girls and 16
fastest boys will be entered. The heats will be swum girls and boys combined together
fastest to slowest. Adjustments will be made if there are less than 16 entries in one gender
and we will fill those spots with entries from the other gender to have a total of 32 entries.
Those entrants not in the top 32 will be given opportunity to substitute to another event
during this session. Please indicate alternate event on the entry form.

16) Events may be combined both age and gender to facilitate meet operation and
separated later.

17) The finals of the Open 50 free will be seeded and swum as a “dueling” 50. The
1% seed will swim the 8" seed, 2" seed vs. 7" seed, 3™ seed vs. 6" seed and 4"
seed vs. 5" seed in head to head competition in the quarterfinals. The 4 winners will
swim off head to head in the semi-finals and then the 2 winners will swim off in the
final.

18) Meet will be run using a Daktronics automatic timing system and back up buttons as
Secondary. At least one (1) manual watch timer will be assigned to each lane as well as
two (2) head timers.



MEET A meet committee comprised of the Meet Referee, Meet Director, Coach

COMMITTEE: Representative, Athlete Representative and one Certified Official acting at large will be
established to receive and act upon any administrative protest filed at the meet. The
committee will not act upon judgment decisions as those are under the jurisdiction of the
Meet Referee. This committee shall act as a review section in the need of an emergency
meeting. See ISI Code Book Section J-XIII.

SCRATCHES: ISl Scratch Rule is in effect. See ISI Code Book Section J-XIl. Swimmers
choosing to scratch from Friday or Saturday evening Finals must scratch (or
declare intent to scratch) within 30 minutes of the official announcement of
preliminary results. Any swimmer qualifying for Finals who fails to compete in
Finals shall be barred from further competition for the remainder of the meet
(unless properly scratched within the 30 minute period described above). In
addition, if a swimmer fails to show for any finals on the last day they are
entered in the meet and has not scratched according to the rules of the meet,
a $50 fine will be imposed. If the fine is not paid, the swimmer will not swim in
any future ISI sanctioned meets until the fine is paid in full.
